○ Using PL/SQL Scripts
○ A process brings the application data into a local table (SZRCCAP) 

where logic and rules exist to process data and load into the 
various Banner tables. The process remained in place. All we did is  
create a new script to load the application data from the 
SuperGlue staging table to SZRCCAP so all the rules and logic 
remained the same

○ Using PL/SQL Scripts
○ There was some work for us to translate the data coming over through 

the college adaptor to our existing CCCApply process (e.g. one side 
might be using 0 and 1 for a field and the other was using Y and N)

○ A job runs every twenty minutes or so that checks for new applicants in 
the staging tables, if there are no applicants they are processed using 
the same procedures we had in place when we used the download 
client.
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Tech Center Suggested Approach
• Create a unique batch ID value. One based on the system date in the form 

ʻYYMMDD-HH24MISSʼ (230518-101501) or similar will work.

• Locate all applications which have a processed flag equal to false or NULL and 
update their processed notes field to equal the batch ID.

• Select your desired fields from the applications which have the processed notes 
equal to this batch ID and output to a flat file in a form that matches your download 
client output.

• Update all of the applications which have the processed notes field equal to this 
batch Id and set the processed flag to true.
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Creating a BatchID
This unique static value will be utilized to identify and process new applications.
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– SQL*Plus sample for Oracle DB
column dcol new_value BatchID noprint;
select to_char(sysdate, 'yymmdd-hh24miss') as dcol from dual;
select '&BatchID' as BatchID from dual;
230514-003249

– The variable &BatchID can now be utilized in other queries in the script.
update szraply set sis_processed_notes=’&BatchID’ where sis_processed_flag is NULL; commit;

– These output settings help to establish a clean pipe delimited record which can be spooled to an output file.
set pagesize  0; set heading off; set feedback off; set verify off; set linesize 9000; set trimspool on;

select app_id ||’|’|| tstmp_submit ||’|’|| sis_processed_notes from szraply where sis_processed_notes='&BatchID';

– Resulting pipe delimited record created from a concatenated list of table field selections.

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Creating a BatchID using SQLCMD for MS SQL Server
Alternatively, the BatchID variable can be generated externally and passed to a script as 
demonstrated in this SQLCMD sample from a Windows Command session.
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– Generating a new BatchID value using the Windows date and time environment variables.
>set BatchID=%date:~12,2%%date:~4,2%%date:~7,2%-%time:~,2%%time:~3,2%%time:~6,2%
>echo %BatchID%
230514-141112

– Passing the local BatchID to SQLCMD to be used as an internal variable using the -v parameter.
>sqlcmd -S <server> -d <database> -U <user> -P <password> -W -u -h-1 -v BatchID=%BatchID% -Q "select '$(BatchID)';"

– After identifying new applications with this BatchID, you can now output a pipe delimited collection of records of these applications
>sqlcmd -S.. -d.. -U.. -P.. -W -u -h-1 -s "|" -v BatchID=%BatchID% -Q "set nocount on; select appId, tstmpSubmit, sisProcessedNotes from szraply where sisProcessedNotes='$(BatchID)';"

Converting the format.xml file into a SQL Select statement
The format.xml contains a specifically ordered list of desired application fields delivered in pipe delimited records.
<field name="app_id" />
<field name="consent_indicator" >
      <booleanFormatter trueValue="1" falseValue="0" />
</field>
<field name="higher_comp_date">
      <dateFormatter pattern="dd-MMM-yyyy" />
</field>
<field name="mainphone" />

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Equivalent list of application fields selected from the staging table of the Standard application for Banner Oracle using SQL*Plus.
SELECT          app_id ||'|'||
     (CASE WHEN consent_indicator = 'Y' THEN '1' ELSE '0' END) ||'|'||
        TO_CHAR( higher_comp_date, 'DD-Mon-YYYY') ||'|'||
REPLACE(REPLACE( mainphone, '('), ') ', '-') ||'|'||
-- mainphone default format is (555) 555-5555 but the ERP may prefer it as 555-555-5555.
FROM SZRAPLY
WHERE sis_processed_notes = '&BatchID';

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Other specific notes
● Although your ERP may utilize Oracle or SQL Server as a backend, you may be able to use 

one of the available utilities, but the set of field names to select in a query may be 
different than the other ERP types.  Please consult your ERP mapping details for specific 
field names.

● The Unidata DB does contain a command line tool, but it may not contain functionality to 
format file output.  The use of Powershell or Python may provide alternative solutions.

● If your Apply staging table contains a separate table for Supplemental questions, these 
tables will need to be joined in your output SELECT query to add the supplemental fields 
to the record.

● Output from SQL*Plus and SQLCMD can also be configured to generate JSON records for 
data exchange to an API such as Ethos.
